PACE, short for Property Assessed Clean Energy, is an innovative financing
program created to help property owners pay for energy efficiency,
renewable energy, and water conservation upgrades. PACE enables
property owners to spread the cost of a project over many years by
tacking it onto their annual property tax payments. PACE programs are
competitive and several programs are available in Foster City.
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
