INFORMATION ON APPROVED MATERIALS AND
COLORS TO REPLACE EXISTING ROOFS IN THE R-1
(SINGLE —FAMILY RESIDENCE) DISTRICT

The Planning and Building Divisions of the Community Development Department are
increasingly reviewing requests which involve a substitution in the type of roof material
and/or color on single-family dwellings. Because the type or color of roof material may
have a dramatic impact on the architectural character of an individual unit or its
relationship to surrounding units, it is important that the roof material be carefully
evaluated for architectural compatibility. The Planning/Code Enforcement Division,
under the direction of the Planning Commission, has prepared a policy (P-90-001) to
guide the selection and approval of replacement roof materials and colors on single-
family houses, available for review in the Community Development Department.

For the convenience of homeowners and contractors, the Planning/Code Enforcement
Division has prepared the attached list of materials and colors that are pre-approved to
replace existing roofs in the R-1 Single-family Residence Districts. The Community
Development Director may add other materials and/or colors to the attached list upon
approval. The list, therefore, changes quite frequently. If you would like to use a
material and/or color that is not on the list, please call the Planning/Code Enforcement
Division at 650-286-3225 to find out if samples have been submitted and reviewed. If
not, you are invited to submit a sample of the material and color you would like to use
for review by the Community Development Director.

PLEASE BE ADVISED: Manufacturers colors and names frequently change
and City staff is not apprised of those changes until
the manufacturer or a contractor brings this
information to our attention.

This list is amended as frequently as new colors and
materials are brought to staff's attention. BE
CERTAIN THAT YOU ARE REVIEWING THE MOST
CURRENT LIST!

PLEASE DO NOT ORDER ROOF
MATERIALS WITHOUT CHECKING WITH
STAFF REGARDING THEIR
ACCEPTABILITY IN FOSTER CITY.
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The attached list is separated to apply to four categories of existing roofs in R-1 Districts:

Part A - Approved replacement materials and colors for existing wood shake roofs or
existing asphalt composition roofs at least 6mm thick

Part B - Approved replacement materials and colors for roofs on Spanish- or
Mediterranean style houses

Part C - Approved replacement materials and colors for existing asphalt shingle roofs
less than 6mm thick

Part D — Approved replacement materials and colors for flat or low-pitch roofs

In previous lists, the City used the warranty period to refer to the thickness of the material, i.e.,
40-year roofs were the thickness desired by the City. In December 2001, many roofing
manufacturers changed their warranty policies. Therefore, the City’s list has been revised to
refer to the thickness of the material, in order to remain consistent with the intent of Planning
Commission Policy P-90-001 that thicker, more dimensional materials be used to replace the
original thick materials, such as wood shake.

As indicated in the list, only those single-family houses originally constructed with asphalt
composition roof materials less than 6mm thick may use asphalt composition replacement
materials that are less than 6mm thick for a new roof. All other houses may be roofed with a
thicker, dimensional composition asphalt shingle at least 6mm in thickness or other City-
approved material. If you are uncertain whether your house is included in the group of houses
that are allowed to use the thinner material, please contact the Planning/Code Enforcement
Division of the Community Development Department at (650) 286-3225.

It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify that the roof material is a minimum of 6 mm
in thickness even if the material is listed in this List.

Thickness will be measured by Building Inspectors at the job site. The roof material is required
to be on site and will be measured as part of the sheating nailing inspection (or in the case of an
overlay, call for an inspection prior to installation). If the roof material is not a minimum of 6 mm
in thickness, a different material will be required to be selected (and approved by the City).
Thickness will be measured at the two-ply laminate sections.

Please note that the following criteria are applicable to all roof replacements:
e All reroofing jobs require a building permit.

o All vents, gutters, downspouts, flashings, electrical conduits, metal surfaces etc.,
shall be painted to match the color of adjacent surfaces.

e All asphalt composition shingle roof replacements shall have a heavy dimensional
ridge treatment. Please refer to the attached examples of ridge treatment. (See
Attachment A)

For reroofing jobs in the PD (Planned Development) Districts, the reroofing material and color
for the entire development must be approved by the Planning Commission. After Planning
Commission approval of the reroofing material and color, individual homeowners/contractors
must obtain a building permit for reroofing with the approved material and color and any other
conditions imposed by the Planning Commission.
