A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FOSTER CITY ADOPTING A POLICY THAT ESTABLISHES PREFERENCES FOR SELECTION OF TENANTS OF CITY AND AGENCY SUBSIDIZED AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNITS


CITY OF FOSTER CITY

WHEREAS, the City and Community Development Agency are required to provide affordable housing in the community: the City has a “fair share housing” requirement and 15% of the residential units provided by others (30% if provided by the Agency) in the Agency project areas must be affordable to persons of low- to moderate income; and

WHEREAS, the Community Development Agency provides financial assistance to facilitate the development of affordable housing and to maintain its affordability; and

WHEREAS, the City and Agency have established criteria for tenant selection in the four existing affordable housing programs and, in Emerald Bay, preferences were also established; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and Members of the Agency desire to establish a policy regarding preferences that would apply to all future affordable housing programs; and


WHEREAS, said preferences would apply to all income qualified employees of the City and the local school districts, and persons who live and/or work in the City.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Foster City does hereby find as follows:

1. Employment turnover rates are high due to the cost of living in the Bay Area.

2. Salaries for many job classifications in the public and education fields fall in the lower income ranges.

3. Many lower income employees are required to commute long distances to work causing major increases in traffic congestion in the area.

4. The City Council finds it desirable, for emergency purposes, that City police, fire and public works personnel live in the City.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Foster City does hereby approve and adopt the following policy establishing preferences for selection of tenants for City and Agency subsidized affordable housing units:

It shall be the policy of the City of Foster City and the Foster City Community Development Agency that when residential units subsidized by the City and/or the Agency are available for tenancy, the tenants shall be selected based on the following preferences:

1. Persons who live and work in Foster City;

2. Persons who live in Foster City;

3. Employees of the City of Foster City;

4. Classroom teachers who are employees of the San Mateo-Foster City School District, the San Mateo Union High School District and the San Mateo County Community College District;

5. Persons who work in Foster City; and

6. All others who are income qualified.
